What is Community Economic Development?
Community economic development “is a process that aims to influence and transform socio-economic activities to improve the quality of life and well-being both of the community and its residents.  It is therefore a global process covering economic, social, cultural and environmental dimensions.  Economic development occupies a central role in this process, however, because it affects how people earn their living, which is a significant part of the quality of life for most.”  (C. Bryant & APEC, 1993) 

The East Algoma CFDC supports community economic development and believes the decision-making and control of projects should involve all components of the community.  The term ‘community’ is left up to the applicants themselves to define.  There are a number of entities that could be called communities.  Some of these are as follows:

· community of common interest; people who voluntarily associate with one another because they have identified common concerns, e.g. heritage preservation, a healthy environment, the need for local employment or eco-tourism development (Lions Club, Canadian Legion).

· community of common bond; people who share something which is inherent, e.g. racial minorities, women, a francophone group, an ethnic group or persons with disabilities.

· geographic community; people that share the same place, e.g. municipality, hamlet, region, neighbourhood or housing complex.

Who is eligible to apply?
 community-based groups and organizations

 communities of common bond

 communities of common interest

 geographic communities

 aboriginal communities

 Local Service Boards

 municipalities

 co-operatives

 combinations of communities

· similar projects from the same organization will not be considered

What types of projects would be considered eligible?
Those that:
1) Provide economic or community benefits directly, or be adaptable, to a significant portion of the CFDC geographic area;

2) Do not identify FedNor as a financial sponsor;

3) Show the CFDC contribution as $3,000.00 or less;

4) Not be used to fund a private sector business;

5) Have goals with clear outcomes that can be measured for success or failure;

6) Exhibit community participation and support including voluntary financial and/or in-kind contributions;

7) Have a limited time frame with lasting impact or the capacity to sustain itself beyond the funding period;

8) Have funding from another source(s) and use CFDC funds serve to lever or top-up other funding.

What kind of involvement could the Board of Directors of the CFDC have with a project?
Possibilities:

1. As a catalyst;

2. As a co-ordinator;

3. As a leader or instigator;

4. As a facilitator;

5. As a participant or partner (preferred);

6. In the role of monitor and evaluator throughout project duration;

7. In preparing press releases.
How do we apply?
If you feel your community group or organization could take advantage of this program and meet some identified community need, contact the East Algoma Community Futures Development Corporation to obtain an application at the address given below.

Complete the application as fully as possible and attach any additional information that you feel is necessary to both describe your project and how you will carry it out.  Retain the application guide and a copy of your completed application for your records.  Submit your completed application to the office listed below.

Applications will be evaluated by the Board of Directors based on the seven eligibility criteria previously listed.  Any questions will be addressed to the contact person for your project.  The decision of the Committee is final and may contain conditions about, but not limited to, how the funding will be handled.  In some instances payments may be made against invoices presented or through a designated, incorporated organization willing to receive, administer and report on the funding.

Board of Directors meetings are normally held on the fourth Tuesday of each month.  Applications would have to be in the hands of CFDC staff in Blind River at least two weeks prior to a meeting in order to be reviewed by the Committee.
